Enhancing Diversity in Physics Graduate Education

Are you African American, Hispanic American, or 
Native American, and interested in getting a Ph.D. 
in physics?  Then, why not get some support in 
preparing for, applying to, and succeeding in your 
physics graduate studies through the APS Bridge 
Program?

The goal of the APS Bridge program is to increase 
the number of students from underrepresented 
racial and ethnic groups obtaining a Ph.D. in 
physics by offering the following to students who 
have not applied to graduate school or who have 
applied, but were not accepted:

�O  A common application shared with multiple  
    institutions (there is no fee for this!)

�O  Professional development opportunities, 
  including workshops and conferences

�O  Connections to caring faculty willing to serve 
  as mentors

�O  Connections to other students in APS 
  Bridge Programs

This maps illustrates current institutions participating in the APS Bridge Program.
Students were placed at Bridge, Affiliate, and some Partnership Sites. Member institutions also review 

student applications. Although funding sources vary, all placed students receive some financial support.
